South Dakota Law

Annual Registration and License Plates(SDCL 32-5)

SDCL 32-5-42. Vehicles owned by public agencies, Indian tribes or churches - Application for registration - Number plates - Costs -
Disposition of costs- New registration required on business use. Motor vehicleswhich arethe property of thisstate, the United States,
of counties, townships, municipalities, or public schools, of Indian mission schools in this state, Indian tribes, fire departments, or
buses owned by churches, or vehicles purchased by the state under sections 18 and 16(b)2 of the Urban Mass Transportation Act of
1964 to provide public transportation or specialized transportation or both in rural and urbanized areas may be registered upon
application, in the manner provided for other motor vehicles, except that the application shall be made by the custodian of the vehicle
directly to the department. No fees may be charged for the registration of the vehicle. The number plates for the vehicle shall be
furnished by the department upon payment to it of the actual cost of the plates. All costs collected under the provisions of this section
shall be deposited in the license plate special revenue fund and disbursements therefrom made by warrants drawn by the state auditor
on vouchers duly approved by the department. If the vehicle is used for a private business use or as a commercial motor carrier as
defined in 32-9-1, the operator shall secure vehicle registration pursuant to chapter 32-9 for such use. For the purpose of this section
use pursuant to subdivision 49-28-2(1) or (7) of a motor vehicle owned by a school district is not use for private business or as a
commercia motor carrier.

SDCL 32-5-42.1. Nonprofit adjustment training center vehicles- Registration - Plates - Disposition of costs. Motor vehicleswhich are
the property of nonprofit adjustment training centers (sheltered workshops) recognized or approved by the Division of Education in
this state, and which are used exclusively by such nonprofit adjustment training centers (sheltered workshops), may be registered
upon application, in the manner provided for other motor vehicles, except that the application shall be made by the custodian of the
vehicle directly to the department. No fees may be charged for the registration of the vehicle, and number plates therefor shall be
furnished by the department upon payment of the actual cost of the plates. All costs collected under the provisions of this section shall
be deposited in the license plate special revenue fund and disbursements therefrom made by warrants drawn by the state auditor on
vouchers duly approved by the department.
